On Wednesday last, the crew of Messrs. Bateman and Scott's boat, while
pulling about in hopes of seeing a whale, discovered a young calf about an hour
or two old, and shortly afterwards the mother herself. John Bateman, the heads
man, having harpooned the cow, was about to go forward and attend to the line,
which had become entangled round the calf, when the whale struck the boat

with her snout, and afterwards with her flukes, stoving in three planks on the
starboard side; she then struck it on the larboard side, and turned the boat over.
With great difficulty, the crew managed to hold on by the keel until the other
whaleboat, which was at Fremantle when the accident occurred, picked them
up. The men were so long in the water that they were becoming exhausted, and
would have dropped off but for the help and encouragement afforded by J.
Bateman; one man, who was insensible when picked up, he had to hold by the
collar of his coat. A small subscription was made at Fremantle to reimburse
Bateman in some measure for his loss, and to testify (he spectators’ admiration
of his noble conduct. The whale got away and two harpoons, a quantity of line,
and a spyglass, were lost. The boats were in chase of a whale on Sunday last,
but the fish escaped.

Mr. S. H. Parker, on behalf
of the next of kin, assented. After some discussion as to the
mode of investing the lunatic's estate, His Honor confirmed the
report, and made the order asked for.

ABUSIVE LANGUAGE.-At the Fremantle Police Court on
Tuesday last, Mr John Bateman, of the firm of J. & W. Bateman,
was summoned by Mr. G. C. Attfield, medical officer at the
Convict Establishment for using threatening, abusive and
insulting language towards him. The evidence ,of Dr. Attfield
showed that-on the 13th inst., while the doctor was passing up
Henry Street, the defendant's brother Walter, who is in his
brother's guardianship as a lunatic, made use of insulting
language to the plaintiff across the road, in -the-hearing of the
public, whereupon the plaintiff (who stated that for the past 8
months he had been subject to similar annoyance) crossed the
street and remonstrated with him, threatening an appeal to the
police on a repetition of such conduct. Upon this Mr. Walter
Bateman became violently excited, and raised an iron scraper
and menaced an assault within a foot of complainant's face, who
thereupon laid an information before Mr.Slade, to the effect that
Mr. Walter Bateman was a dangerous lunatic and not under
proper and sufficient restraint. An order was, made by the
Magistrate for a medical examination of Mr. W. Bateman, and
Dr. Barnett, the examining officer having reported that he
considered Mr. W. Bateman a dangerous lunatic an order was
made for his committal to the Lunatic Asylum. Some days after,
it appears from Dr. Attfield's statement, that he met the
defendant Mr. J. Bateman, in the High Street, when the latter
called him a b--- swine, and made use of other abusive
expressions. The defendant cross examined the complainant,
who admitted that he had all along advised that the treatment of
the defendant's brother should be an avoidance of all
excitement, and that at the time he was physically ill he had
stated his opinion that his patient was liable " to go off like the
snuff of a candle at any minute." Defendant then contended, why
did the complainant act in direct contradiction to is own
prescription and deliberately cross the road and excite his
brother by remonstrating with him? Complainant said others had
complained of similar annoyance at the hands of Walter
Bateman, and he thought it should be put a stop to. Defendant
said he wished to ascertain who had so complained ; Dr. Attfield
replied that Mr. Durlacher had more than once done so, and he
had told the defendant as much before. Mr. Bateman said he
had personally asked that gentleman and had also done so

through Mr. Moore, and a denial had been given. Defendant
further said that the animus entertained by his brother towards
Dr. Attfield, originally arose from the complainant having sent in
a bill for medical attendance to his brother Walter Bateman
instead of himself (the defendant) who was the guardian of his
brother. He submitted that on the occasion of his brother
threatening the doctor with the scraper, the doctor had allowed
his temper to get the better of him in laying the information
alleging that Mr. W. Bateman was a dangerous lunatic. He
admitted insulting the complainant by words but denied any
threats. His Worship said the offensive words constituted an
insult and imposed a fine of 20s. and costs.

THE LATE MR, JOHN BATEMAN ,

THE FINAL TRIBUTE. - AN IMPOSING SIGHT.

The funeral of the late Mt. John Bateman, who died at Fremantle on Tuesday
afternoon, took place this afternoon. The cortege, which was a very lengthy one,
moved off from deceased's late residence, Mary-street (where a special service
was held prior to the body being conveyed to the hearse), shortly after. 3.30
o'clock for the Fremantle Cemetery. Following the hearse wore five mourning
coaches and six cabs, all of which were occupied by the relatives of the

deceased. The chief mourners numbered 70. The pall-bearers were Messrs. F.
G. and J. Pearse, George Bland Humble, Edwin T. Duffield, W. A, George
(superintendent of the Fremantle Prison), R, Fairbairn, and Captain C. J. Irving
(chief harbor master). Amongst those who followed the remains to the last
resting place were representatives of all the shipping companies and
commercial houses of the State. In accordance with a request made by the
relatives of the deceased, no flowers were sent. All along the route a large
concourse of people congregated to view the funeral procession, which
proceeded through Mary-street, thence to Stephen-street and Hampton-road,
thence along High-street east. At the graveside a huge gathering assembled to
pay their last respects to ono of the best known, residents of the Port and an
early colonist of Western Australia, The remains of the deceased were Interred
in the Congregational Church portion of the cemetery, and the Rev. Joseph
Parker, of that church, assisted by the Rev. Tom Allen (Methodist minister),
rendered the funeral service. The funeral arrangements were carried out by

MR. JOHN BATEMAN.

One of the earliest colonists of the State - Mr. John Bateman passed away at
Fremantle on Tuesday, in his eighty fifth year. Last Sunday week his condition
was such as to cause his relatives alarm, and his medical adviser (Dr. Blaxland)
was called in. He gradually sank, however, until the end was reached on
Tuesday. The late Mr. Bateman was ono of the founders of the well-known
commercial and shipping firm of J. and W. Bateman, which was established at
Fremantle in the early sixties. At the outset the late Mr. Bateman, in partnership
with his brother, the late Mr. Walter Bateman, engaged in shipping, especially in
connection with the lightering and coastal trade, almost the whole of which was
in their hands, until the advent of steamers. His brothers expanded their trade to
such an extent that at length they had vessels engaged in carrying cargoes of
timber, horses, sandalwood, efc., to China, the Straits Settlement, Java, and
Mauritius, and bringing back to Fremantle sugar and other commodities suitable
for the local market. As a result they soon found that from commencing as
shipowners they had developed into extensive merchants and importers. For a
long time they also carried on the whole of the coastal passenger traffic, the
voyage from Fremantle to Geraldton often taking about ten days. The late Mr.
John Bateman was an enthusiastic whale fisher, and on returning from one of
his cruises his vessel, the Star, a fore-and-aft schooner, was wrecked in Safety
Bay. In 1872 Mr. John Bateman bought out his brother's interest in the firm, and
in 1890 he sold out to his son the late Mr. John Wesley Bateman, and retired
from business.

BUILDERS OF THE STATE. John Bateman.

THERE have been several John Batemans in Western Australia and he who
was the founder of the business which is still carried on under the name and
style of J. and W. Bateman, Ltd., was not the founder of the family. The first
John Bateman arrived at Fremantle in the sailing ship Medina in July, 1830,
about 12 months after the founding of the colony. With him came his wife, two
sons, John and Walter, and three daughters, and with them he brought with
other personal property the material for building a three roomed house. Under
the Imperial law then operating this property was assessed for the purpose of
securing a block of land at a total value of £345/1/7 ¥, a sum which was
supplemented by the value of the family, which was assessed for like purpose
at £39. Little need be said for this adventurous immigrant, as he does not
appear to have engaged in a mercantile career or to have otherwise
distinguished himself. About all that we know of him is that he was 40 years of
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Generation 2 (cont.)

age when he landed, that he was one of the first landowners of Fremantle, and
also the first postmaster of the then obscure little township. His eldest son John,
who was to play many parts in the mercantile and commercial life of the State,
was born at Brentford in Sussex and was but seven years of age when the
family arrived here. Building material was not readily obtained in Fremantle in
the year 1830, and the story goes that young John and his brother Walter
pending the erection of the family home found the only sheltered sleeping
accommodation in a large barrel while other lads, their shipmates, were housed
at night in a tank that was found lying on the beach. From his boyhood up John
Bateman, jun., the merchant-to-be, had no specific training for a commercial
career, and little education. His early years were mostly spent out of doors, and
even when he became immersed in a many-sided business he was never tied
to the desk and counting house, contriving to find much to occupy his time
outside office and store. He early gave evidence of strength of character,
business aptitude and the spirit of enterprise. His first notable venture was
whaling, an industry which, loving life out of doors as he did, he found most
congenial, notwithstanding the risks and peril of life to which this venturesome
calling exposed him. Whaling on the coast in those days was carried on with
weapons and equipment generally which were extremely primitive. The
business, however, was a lucrative one and young Bateman so prospered while
engaged in it that in the end he had established whaling stations at Fremantle,
Castle Rock, near Quindalup, and at Port Gregory, north of Geraldton. One of
the difficulties and dangers of the trade was to prevent the carcass of the
harpooned whale being demolished by sharks. Recovery of the prize often
involved Bateman's plunging into the sea to assist in the operation. He was
fortunately, however, a strong swimmer and of good courage and not
infrequently faced the risk of an encounter with a man-eater in order to save his
quarry from its maw. While still engaged in the whaling business John Bateman,
in association with his brother Walter, founded the firm of J. and W. Bateman,
which has existed down the century to our own times. When whaling was
discontinued the attention of the firm was centred on the mercantile business
and it developed as a universal provider. Very soon its clientele embraced all
classes of the community. But whaling and storekeeping were not the be-all and
end-all of the firm's activities. The enterprising brothers embarked upon a
shipping business and became the colony's principal importers and exporters.
They owned or held under charter a fleet of sailing vessels. These operated not
only in the coastal trade but the larger of them regularly visited Mauritius, laden
on their outer voyages with timber, horses, dried fish and other local produce
and on their return with sugar and molasses. Oversea trade was also cultivated
by the firm with Singapore, Hong Kong and Shanghai. To these ports were
shipped sandalwood, timber and horses and from the East were brought
cargoes of tropical pro-duce. The largest vessels of the Batemans' fleet
voyaged as far afield as Vancouver, British Columbia, returning from there with
cargoes of Oregon timber. Old colonists will remember such vessels as the
Spinaway, the Sea Ripple, the Laughing Wave the Flying Foam, The Rose, and
The Thistle as flying the Batemans' flag and as being closely associated with
the early shipping history of the State. With the advent of steam the firm
gradually relinquished its shipping interests. Before the opening up of the river
harbour at Fremantle and immediately following the opening up of the Goldfields
and owing to the sea jetties being unable to accommodate the congestion of
shipping arriving in Gage Roads, it was necessary for much of the inward cargo
to be lightered to Fremantle and up the river to Perth. Accordingly, rising to the
occasion the firm employed a lightering fleet for this purpose. From first to last
John Bateman persisted in spending most of his time out of doors, the
management of affairs so far as office duties went devolve-ing upon his son, Mr.
J. W. Bateman, who in 1900 acquired the business for himself, and who, after
conducting it for some years, died in May, 1907. Thenceforward it was carried
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Generation 2 (cont.)

on by his trustees until 1919 when the present company (J. and W. Bateman,
Ltd.), was established. John Bateman, the founder of the firm, died in 1909,
leaving an enviable record of service in the business life of the land of his
adoption.

THE LAST SURVIVOR OF A PIONEER FAMILY.

Mrs. Eliza Beste, sister of the late Mr. John Bateman, founder of the firm of
Mesrs. J. and W. Bateman, Fremantle, passed away at her late residence,
Hampton-road, Fremantle, on December 29. The deceased was the last
survivor of that generation of the Bateman family which is so intimately
associated with the mercantile history and progress of the colony from 1830, the
year after its foundation, her parents, Mr. and Mrs. John Bateman, having
arrived in that year and settled in Fremantle. The deceased, who was one of a
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numerous family, was born at the Port in 1837, and lived there until 1854, when
she was married to Herr Knoop, a visiting merchant, from Hong Kong, whence
she proceeded with her husband. After the death of her husband she left for
Germany, where she was married to Herr Franz Georg Beste, of Harburg. On
the death of her second husband she returned to Fremantle, after an absence
of half a century from the State. She leaves four children surviving her, viz., Mr.
Louis Knoop, now prospecting at the Bullfinch ; Messrs. Arnold and Max Beste,
settlers at Dallwallinu ; and Miss Ella Beste, of Fremantle. The funeral took
place on Saturday last, the remains being interred in the Congregational portion
of the Fremantle Cemetery, in the presence of a gathering of friends and
relatives of the deceased. The funeral was conducted by the Rev. Arthur Wall, a
service being held at the house and another at the graveside. The pallbearers
were Messrs. James Pearse, F. Hollis, J. J. Higham, and H. Higham.

TROUBLES OF A SANDALWOOD OIL MAKER.

CASE AT THE FREMANTLE POLICE COURT.

At the Fremantle Polios Court on Saturday morning, Mr Fairbairn R.M.,was
occupied until nearly one o'clock in hearing a case preferred by one Adrien Ravel, a
native of Mauritius, against Mr. Louis Knoop, for the payment of £7 16s 6d, being
the amount of wages alleged to be due to the complainant. Mr. A. G. Farrelly was
for the complainant, and Mr. D. G. Gawler represented the defendant. According to
the evidence of the complainant, he and his friend were engaged by Mr. Knoop to
proceed to his sandalwood oil factory at Woglin, about 80 miles from York, but no
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amount was fixed as wages until the 21st April, when it was agreed he should havé
1 pound per week and his board and lodging. He fell sick, but recovered soon, and
worked a good many days, although the work was harder than he anticipated.
Ultimately he came away with Mr. Knoop, who, had refused to pay him any wages.
He received £2 from the defendant before he left Fremantle. His train fare was paid
to York, and he had been kept in board and lodging. His evidence was corroborated
by his companion, who was engaged at the same time, and who had been paid £4
instead of £9. The defence set up by Mr. Gawler was that the complainant and his
companion were engaged to work for their board and lodging only, until it was
ascertained what they were capable of doing, as from appearances they were men
not capable of doing hard work. Louis Knoop said he was a German, and .wished to
be sworn by holding up three fingers. He said he was a Lutheran, and believed in
the Bible. Ultimately, on the request of the Magistrate, he took the necessary oath
by kissing the Bible. He said that the two men who had given evidence came to him
on the 18th April, as he wanted hands for hard work such as chopping wood, cutting
sandalwood, and work at saw benches. He told the men that they did not look
capable of doing bush work, they looked more like gentlemen than working men.
They said they had the will to work, and a man with a will could do anything. They
pressed him so much that at last he engaged them, and asked what wages they
wanted. They said they did not want any wages, and witness stated that he did not
want men to work for him for nothing, If they would come up he would see what
they could do, take charge of the engine perhaps, that being light work, and then
they would come to some arrangements about salary. He took compassion on them
and advanced the complainant £2 as he said be had something to pay for his
lodgings at Mr. Pierces'a hotel at York, on April 24, the complainant asked him what
wages he waa going to get. Witness was absolutely taken aback by the demand
and at once told him to go back to Fremantle. However they got to Woglin and on
May 16, the two men came to him about wages. It was not true that he arranged
with them for a pound a week from April 1, because the complainant had Mauritius
fever on the road and caused a lot of trouble. The man was lying down shaking and
making a great noise. Two days afterwards he came to witness and said he was
free from the malady, which came on him periodically. The man wanted to be sent
down to town, and witness told him that if he went away he would have nothing to
draw, because he had done no work while witness had fed him and carted him
about the country for nothing. Witness told them he was going to cut eucalyptus
leaves, and, as that was light work, he would give them another chance. He said he
would pay them £4 per month and he made an entry hi his diary (produced), in the
presence of the two men. On June 11th, they all left Woglin, but three days after
the arrangements were made the complainant again fell sick and never worked a
stroke since. By Mr Farrelly : He never gave the complainant notice to leave his
employment, as he did not consider that he had engaged him. Mr. Farrelly referred
to the entry in the diary to the agreement to pay them each £4 per month and said
he would not ask any more questions. The case was resumed at the "Fremantle
Police Court, on Tuesday. L. Knoop was recalled, and stated that on the 26th May,
when the complainant became ill, he told him that he (witness) could not afford to
pay £4 per month for nothingy and on that date witness told him that the agreement
was knocked on the head. Mr. Gawler said that he had decided to call no further
witnesses, and submitted that the men were engaged on the understanding that
they were to be paid if their service were suitable, whereas in the case of the
plaintiff he was incompetent and incapable of working, and was absolutely a drag
on the defendant. Mr. Farrelly contended that his client was entitled to the amount
claimed, as he had received the proper notice. Mr. Fairbairn complained of the time
the case had occupied, and gave judgment for one month's wages, less £2 which
the defendant had advanced. The argument of Mr., Farrelly did not hold good, as
the complainant had not remained a month, at the work. He considered that the
complainant had done very well under the circumstances. On the application for
costs Mr. Fairbairn said he would only allow the actual costs.

THE LATE MRS. E. L. CONNOLLY RESPECTED GREENOUGH RESIDENT .

In the passing to her eternal rest of Mrs. Emma Letitia Connolly, the residents of Greenough district
mourn the loss of one who was undoubtedly endowed with nature's finest attributes - amiability and
generousity - to a very large degree. The respect to which she was held was exemplified by the
very large number of people from all parts who assembled at the service on Monday, September
22nd 1930 at the Anglican Church, Greenough, of which deceased was a concientous member
throughout life, and at the Greenough cemrtery. The Rev. D. L. Booth officiated at both services.
The late Mrs. Connolly was born at Upper Swan 73 years ago, being the only daughter of a family
of three, of this late Robert Bell, one of the most respected of the original pioneers of the
Greenough flats.

OBITUARY MR. J. W. BATEMAN.

In the early hours of Friday, May 17, there passed away, at his residence, in
North Fremantle, Mr. J. W. Bateman, eldest son of Mr. John Bateman, and
principal of the well-known firm of J. and W. Bateman. By his death, which was
primarily due to ptomaine poison-ing, Fremantle has lost one of her most
prominent citizens. Of him it is said that he was in indefatigable worker, a man
of few words, but of unusual experience in all matters relating to shipping and
commerce; a man of sound judgment, sincerity of purpose, and one for whom
many residents have been in the habit of obtaining sound advice. He was
unassuming in manner, and, although not having taken any of the higher public
offices, had always manifested a keen interest in all movements having for their
object the good of the State and the district in which he resided. He was a man
respected and admired for a manly, honestspoken opinion, which always
commanded attention. His death is a loss to the community, which can ill afford
to lose such an upright and loyal citizen. The history of Mr. Bateman's life in
Western Australia is really a record of the progress of the State, for with the
increased prosperity of the land of his birth his business connections
correspondingly rose. Born in Fremantle in 1852, he was the eldest son of Mr.
John Bateman, shipowner and pioneer, who in the early days of Western
Australia was interested in the whaling industry, in lightering, and in the coastal,
Singapore, Chinese, and Mauritius trades. Mr. Bateman, senior, who survives
the deceased, sent his son to school in Fremantle, and later on to Bishop Hale's
School. In his younger days Mr. J. W. Bateman was passionately fond of the
more arduous forms of sport. In the early sixties the firm of J. and W. Bateman
was formed, and carried on an extensive trade along the coast and to
Singapore, China, and Mauritius, a greater portion of the shipping from this
country to those lands being in their hands. The deceased ultimately entered his
father's firm, and early evinced that keen business ability and foresight which in
later years stood him in good stead, and was chiefly responsible for his
successful career. In 1880 he married Mary, daughter of Adam Armstrong, an
old colonist. The demands of the business, which came more and more under
his direct control, did not prevent him from interesting himself in the welfare of
the State and of Fremantle in particular. He was the founder of the W.A.
Shipping Association, and was chairman of directors of that body for many
years. For over five years he presided over the affairs of the Fremantle
Chamber of Commerce. Under his guidance the firm, of which at the time of his
death he was the sole member, extended its operations over the whole of the
State. As chairman of the Fremantle Citizens League and member of several
other bodies, he came into close contact with the people of the Port, by whom
he was held in deep respect, a fact which was emphasised last week by the
halfmasting of all flags. Mr. Bateman was attended from the commencement of
his fortnights illness by Dr. Martin, who called in other medical practitioners in
consultation. Deceased leaves a widow, a daughter, and seven, sons, the two
eldest of whom have been engaged in their father's firm for some years.
Seldom in the history of Fremantle has a funeral approached the dimensions of
that of the late Mr. John Wesley Bateman, which took place on Saturday
afternoon from the residence, "Sydenham," Lukin street, North Fremantle. It
was a marked tribute to the high position held by Mr. Bateman as a public man,
a leader of the mercantile community, and a respected resident of Fremantle, a
town in which he had practically resided all his life. Prior to the cortege leaving
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"Sydenham," a short and deeply impressive service was conducted by the Rev.
E. Davies, of Johnston Memorial Congregational Church, at which the deceased
had been a regular attendant. There were present about 40 of his relatives.
Afterwards the funeral procession started for Fremantle Cemetery, and ere it
reached the entrance there were no fewer than 150 vehicles following the
hearse. The route taken was along Swan street to the North Fremantle Bridge,
along East street and High street to the Cemetery gates. It was close on 5
o'clock before the service began. The coffin was of massive oak, with carved
mouldings and solid brass mountings, with brass breastplate, on which was
engraved, "John Wesley Bateman, died 17th May, 1907, aged 54 years." The
following gentlemen acted as pallbearers:-Captain T. E. Shaw, Captain Rickers,
Mr. Barrymore, Mr. G. F. Moore, Mr. T. L. Harbutt, Mr. E. F. Duffield, Mr. W.
Paterson, and Mr. A. G. Leeds. The coffin was placed by the side of the grave,
and the service was then commenced by the Rev. E. Davies. It is estimated that
about 2,000 people were around the grave. The chief mourners were Messrs.
John Bateman, sen (father), John W. Bateman, Louis L. Bateman, Herbert P.
Bateman, Guy Vernon Bateman, William Bateman, and Charles Bateman

Bateman, John Wesley (1852-1907) by G. C. Bolton (This article was
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published in Australian Dictionary of Biography, Volume 1, (MUP), 1966)
(His father) John Bateman (1789-1855), merchant, was born in London. He
was a silk mercer of Cheapside in 1824 when he married Mary Ann Bennyfield.
By this marriage he had three sons, John (1824-1909), Walter (1826-1882) and
Charles (b.1828) and six daughters. Bateman emigrated to Western Australia in
the Medina in 1830, and at the second sale of town lots bought an acre (0.4 ha)
block in Fremantle where he built a stone house and a store dealing in
merchandise of many kinds. He became postmaster at Fremantle in March
1833. From his register of incoming letters it appears that the volume of
business was seldom overwhelming. He was a member of the Fremantle Town
Trust from its foundation in 1848 to 1853, with one interval. His chief claim to
prominence was his part in establishing the Fremantle Whaling Co., which
operated in 1837 as a competitor of American whalers who victualled at the
port. Its greatest rival, however, was a Perth company also formed in 1837, but
both seem to have succumbed to the depression of the early 1840s. The sole
memento of the Fremantle company was a tunnel, originally built to transport
their produce, which for many years ran between Arthur's Head and the Round
House, Fremantle. Bateman died on 3 April 1855 soon after his wife took over
his duties as postmaster. His sons took over the family business, which was
formed into a company in 1857. Walter Bateman also succeeded his mother as
postmaster from April 1855 to November 1861, served on the Town Trust in
1860, 1862, and 1864-65, and was chosen in Fremantle's first parliamentary
election for nomination to the Legislative Council, where he sat from 1868 to
1870. He sold his share of the business to his brother John in 1872, and died
unmarried on 24 September 1882. John Bateman took no active role in politics,
but throughout his long life zealously pushed Fremantle's claims as a harbour,
having an unrivalled knowledge of the near-by coast. He served on a committee
for a new jetty in 1871, and was one of the few witnesses called by the 1892
select committee on the development of Fremantle Harbour. In 1890 he retired,
selling his business to John Wesley Bateman (1852-1907), the eldest of his
four surviving sons by his marriage on 17 August 1850 to Rachel White,
formerly of Sydenham, London. John Wesley Bateman was a member of the
Fremantle Town Council between 1880 and 1882, and president of the
Fremantle Chamber of Commerce from 1895 to 1900, at a time when the
discovery of gold and the construction of an artificial harbour at Fremantle
brought unparalleled expansion to business in the port. His descendants
became prominent shareholders in the firm of J. & W. Bateman. As exporters of
timber, sandalwood and horses, and importers of sugar and other tropical
produce, the firm developed a considerable trade between Fremantle and
south-east Asia during the century. Until the coming of steamships in 1888, the
firm had a monopoly of the coastal trade to the north-west and the Kimberley,
and continued to supply many sheep and cattle stations with stores and credit
well into the twentieth century.

THE DEATH OF LIEUT BATEMAN A SCION OF TWO OLD
FAMILIES.

(By "Hugh Kalyptus.")

The death of Lieut Herbert Bate-man, of the 28th Battalion,
announced in "The Daily News" of Monday, as having occurred
somewhere in France, while the gallant young officer was
leading his men against an attack by the enemy, removes
another link in a family whose members, on both sides, were
associated with Western Austra-lia from 1829- the year of the
colony's foundation. The head of the Bateman clan was the
Lieutenant's great grand-father, who was Fremantle's first
post-master, the office having been built by the old pioneer, upon
a section that is now in the possession of Mr James Mews,
situated at the rear of the offices of Messrs. M. L. Moss and
Dwyer, the well-known solicitors. The two sons of Fremantle's
first postmaster, John and Walter, established the well-known
business of J. and W. Bateman in the middle thirties, hence the
concern, with that of Lionel Samson and Son, which dates back
to 1829, is the oldest com-mercial institution in the State. Of the
two Bateman brothers, John, who was the elder, married a
daughter of the late Mr Jabez White, of Cannington, their eldest
son being John Wesley, who was Lieutenant Bateman's father,
his mother being a daughter of Mr Adam Armstrong. Mr
Armstrongs' father, four brothers, and a sister arrived at
Clarence, near Rockingham, by the ship Gilmore, just three
months after Governor Stirling landed at Freman-tie. The family
hailed from the High-lands of Scotland, and brought from their
old home, in Dalkeith, several head of blood stock, together, with
considerable farming equipment, settling first on the northern
bank of the Swan, on the selection now known as Gallop's'
Garden, which they named Dalkeith. Subsequently the
Arm-strongs moved to Ravenswood, a few miles west of
Pinjarrah, which is still the property of one of the family-Mrs
Alfred Thomas, the proprietress of the Ravenswood hotelry,
being a grand-daughter of Captain Armstrong; who led one of
the Scottish regiments at Waterloo, under the Duke of
Wel-lington. Captain Armstrong's wife, who died at their Dalkeith
home in Scotland, was a daughter of the cele-brated violinist,
Neil Gow, whose descendants in Australia include the musical
Packer family, of Hobart. In one of his military engagements
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Cap-tain Armstrong lost an eye, and after many vicissitudes
incident to the gi-gantic struggle between Wellington and
Napoleon, he, with his five stal-wart sons and their sister, who
sub-sequently married Mr Montgomery and went to reside in
Canada, left the old land to try his fortunes in the Swan River
Settlement, which a son of Sir Robert Peel, who was then
Eng-land's Prime Minister, was booming throughout the Press of
the United Kingdom as a land of milk and honey. Of the five
Armstrong boys, Francis Fraser will be best remembered by
Perth folk, he having occupied the position of collector for the
City Coun-cil for many years, his well-set, port-ly frame seated
on his white-faced pony, Tommy, being a daily feature of the
Terrace. The old collector was popu-larly, known as Honest
Frank, his punctilious accuracy in monetary mat-ters being his
outstanding characteris-tic. The Armstrongs all had large
families, the eldest son of Francis Fra-ser, Mr Francis Gow
Armstrong, is now residing at Greenough, and is one of
Geraldton's ex-Mayors. The military vein evidently runs
throughout the Armstrong race, every one of the five sons being
represented at the Front. A grandson of Mr. George Armstrong,
Private Pearse, who is a son of Mr and Mrs James Pearse, of
North Fremantle, is at present fighting the Empire's battles
somewhere in France with Private Vernon Bateman, who left
Fremantle for Egypt just af-ter the news came to hand that his
younger brother, Corporal William, had fallen while in the
trenches at Gallipoli. The Armstrong clan at Fremantle,
Clarence, Greenough, South Perth, and as far distant as
Newtown and Yallingup, near Busselfon, have each sent their
units to the Empire's aid, and one is well within the mark by
stating that the descend-ants of the Waterloo veteran now doing
their bit for their King and country, border closely upon the half
-century. This brief and hurried re-view of a brave race of people
goes to demonstrate that the individual, whom we proudly point
to as Anzac, is the natural production of some of the best
Anglo-Saxon blood that left England, Ireland, Scotland, and
Wales, during the early part of last century, with the
determination to conquer the savage against heavy odds, and to
brave the battles and the breezes of what was then termed the
inhospitable Antipodes. And just as their forefathers kept up their
end at Trafalgar, Waterloo, Balaclava, and other great struggles
of their time, so the cubs of those old lions are doing to-day.
Hence the Anzac is neither a fluke nor a crea-tion of the day
before yesterday, but is one of Nature's gradual evolutions. It is
as natural for the Anzac to be a great fighter as it was for
Carbine to gallop, and as the blood of Musket and Mersey
improved under the sunny skies, and in the open spaces of
Aus-tralia, so the blood and stamina of the game old self-reliant
Anglo-Saxon race has, under like conditions, added to its
aggressive virility, the outcome of which has been that, just as
Aus-tralia has produced one of the best of horses, she has,
likewise, moulded the bravest fighting men in the world.

SHIPBUILDING AT FREMANTLE Seventy Years Ago.

To the Editor.

Sir,-In reference to Mr. Lynch's article dealing with the above | take the
opportunity of correcting his remarks regarding the Spinaway. In the first place,
the Spinaway was not built on the beach at Fremantle, but was built at
Sunderland, England, in the early seventies for my late grandfather, John
Bateman, and was brought out in charge of Captain Pringle. In the ship's crew
was Mr. Robert Howson, the ship's carpenter, and that is how Mr. Howson
became known throughout his life in Western Australia as "Spinaway Howson."
It may also be of interest to state that the late Mr. Howson worked in the same
shipyard with Sir Nevile Henderson's father, he also being a shipwright. My
father Captain Frank Bateman took over the command of Spinaway after
Captain Pringle and at that time my father was the youngest master mariner to
secure his master's certificate at the age of 21 years. The Spinaway arrived in
Western Australia as a full rigged ship, but for ease of handling she was
converted to a schooner rig. From arrival and up to the late nineties the
Spinaway was engaged on the coast and trading between Madagascar,
Mauritius, Singapore, Hong Kong and Shanghai, taking away local products,
including horses, and bringing back sugar and other necessary lines for the
welfare of the young colony. The Spinaway was sold to a firm in Hong Kong and
| understand she was lost in a typhoon off the China coast early in this century.
The remarks regarding Captain Shaw are also incorrect. He was never in
command of the Spinaway, and on my consulting Mr. Frank Shaw of the Public
Works Department, Perth. who is a son of Captain Shaw, he advised that his
father arrived here in 1866 in the Sea Nymph. The Sea Nymph was later
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wrecked off Woodman's Point. The Laughing Wave was built in 1869 by
Jackson on the South Beach, Fremantle, and was fitted out by Captain Shaw on
my grandfather's account. Regarding the Iris, Mr. Lynch has confused the Iris
with the Spinaway. The Iris was built on the lines of the Spinaway by "Spinaway
Howson" on the South Beach, Fremantle, in 1879 and this vessel also was fitted
out by the late Captain Shaw. The lIris (not the Spinaway) was used for carrying
sleepers to Geraldton on account of Mr. E. Keane, who was building the
Geraldton-Northampton railway. Regarding the Iris, it is understood she was
sold to Tasmanian owners and was lost off the Tamar River. The Laughing
Wave was lost at Bunbury. Being moored to the jetty and a storm arising, she
was stove in against the jetty and was consequently a total loss. Mr. Frank
Shaw states that the Iris put up a record run for a sailing vessel, doing the trip
from Cossack to Fremantle in 4 days 18 hours and on a return trip from
Mauritius put up the record time of 20 days and also did the trip to Hong Kong in
21 days; which goes to show that local shipbuilders could build ships in
competition with overseas shipbuilders.

THE LATE CR. HOLLIS.

Large Attendance at Funeral.

The funeral of the late Cr. Frederick Hollis, whose death occurred suddenly at his home at
Claremont on Tuesday night, took place at the Fremantle cemetery yesterday afternoon. 'In the
death of Cr. Hollis the city of Fremantie has lost one of the best councillors it has ever had,' said
the Mayor of Fremantle (Mr. F. E. Gibson) yesterday. 'He was a man who always advanced very
carefully considered opinions to connexion with any of the activities of the Fremantie City Council,
opinions which were very highly regarded by his fellow councillors. He was one of the best known
and best respected citizens Fremantle has ever possessed, and his place on the council will be
very hard to fill.' The late Cr. Hollis was born in Notting-hamshire, England, in 1863. He arrived to
Australia 54 years ago, and after three years in South Australia came to this State. He was elected
to represent the city ward on the Fremantie City Council on August 31, 1927. He was closely
associ-ated with district relief measures for the needy and destitute. He was interested to the early
days of Fremantle and was associated with the late Mr. J. K. Hitch-cock to the compilation of a
booklet on the history of the city. He was one of the conveners to 1886 of the inaugural meeting for
the formation of a rowing club at Fremantle, and was for a long period a keen supporter of rowing,
and particularly of the Fremantle club, for which he rowed in pairs, fours and sculls. He was at one
time a vice-president of the club. He was a foundation member of the East Fremantie Bowling
Club, of which he was at one time vice-president. In the nineties the late Cr. Hollis was appointed
manager of the hardware department of J. and W. Bateman, Ltd., a position he held until the
establish-ment of the Union Stores, where he was made manager-secretary. He held this post until
his retirement about 10 years ago, since when he was interested in the business of Tucker and
Thomson, tin-smiths, of Fremantie. His wife predeceased him in 1933, and he is survived by a
daughter, Mrs. E. K. Dukes, of Fremantle. The funeral, which was largely attended, took place to
the Church of England portion of the Fremantle Cemetery yesterday afternoon. The Rev. Canon A.
Burton, rector of St. Luke's Church, Cottesloe, officiated at the grave-side. The chief mourners
were Messrs. E. K. Dukes (son-to-law), S. B. Bateman (brother-to-law), .

The late Mr. Harry J. W. Higham, who was a well-known West Australian pastoralist, was born in
1858 in Fremantle, and was educated there and at the Camden Collegiate School, Newtown,
Sydney. Leaving school in 1876 he went into the north-western pastoral districts of Western
Australia, and became interested in Nanutarra Station, on the Ashburton River, which he finally
acquired in 1884, after which it was enlarged by the purchase of adjoining small stations. In 1886
he married Maud, daughter of the late Mr. John Bateman, and for many years Mr. and Mrs.
Higham lived on the station, where they are still kindly remembered by the Ashburfon community.
In 1900 the family left the station, and for the last sixteen years have resided in Claremont, a
picturesque suburb of Perth. Last year Mr. Higham visited the eastern States, and while there
contracted pneumonia, from which he seemed never to have quite recovered, and his death
resulted from a fresh attack at his home.
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The deceased was a fine type of man, successful in everything he undertook, capable in every
way, and unswervingly honourable. He was, for many years, a great worker for the Royal
Agricultural Society, of which he was president for years. He leaves four sons.

A PROMINENT PASTORALIST.

Mr. Harry J. W. Higham, owner of "Nanutarra" station, Ashburton, passed away on the 18th inst at
his late residence, "Nanutarra," College-avenue, Claremont, in his 59th year. The deceased
gentleman was a son of one of the very oldest pioneers of the colony, Mr. John Henry Higham,
who arrived here by the barque Sabrina, in June, 1853, or 24 years after the colony started. Mr.
Higham's education was completed at Camden Collegiate School, Sydney, New South Wales,
after which he returned to this State. In 1877 he went overland to the Ashburton, where he
founded, what has since turned out one of the best pastoral propositions in the State, "Nanutarra"
sheep station. He managed the place personally for 25 years, but for the last 15 years, he has lived
a retired life, formerly at Fremantle and subsequently at Claremont. He was a past president and
member of the Royal Agricultural Society in which he always took an active and keen interest. The
Pastoralists' Association also claims him as one of its members. Mr. Higham took his recreation on
the Bowling Green. He was a good bowler, and was formerly a member of the Fremantle Club, but
at the time of his death he was a member of the Claremont Club. In 1884 he married Maud Mary,
daughter of the late Mr. John Bateman, and leaves a grown-up family of four sons and one
daughter, to mourn their loss. The deceased gentleman was well known all over this State, and
was highly respected by all with whom he came in contact. The funeral cortege moved from
“Nanutarra," College-avenue, Claremont, on Saturday afternoon, the 20th inst., and proceeded to
the Fremantle Cemetery, where the remains were interred in the Congregational portion. The Rev.

Gingin pioneer’s collection of recipes features in new cookbook A BOOK which
features the story of a Gingin woman, who harnessed a lifetime’s collection of
recipes almost 100 years ago to raise money for charity, has been short-listed
for an international award. Myra Edgar lived on Strathalbyn, near Gingin, with
her husband, Alexander, a leading pastoralist who bred prize-winning cattle and
sheep. One of her favourite pastimes was exchanging recipes with family and
friends, building up a substantial collection over 40 years. It became the basis of
two cookbooks published in the 1920s to raise money for the Braille and
Advancement Society for the Blind of Western Australia.
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Author Liz Harfull tells the long-forgotten tale as part of her latest book, Tried
Tested and True, which celebrates Australian community cookbooks and the
volunteers who compiled them.

The collection of illustrated stories and revised classic recipes has been
short-listed for a 2019 Gourmand Award, due to be announced in Macau on
July 4. Described by their Paris-based organisers as the food culture equivalent
of the Olympics, the annual Gourmand Awards honour the best food and wine
books, magazines, digital content and publishers from around the world. As part
of her extensive research, Liz reviewed close to 1000 different community
cookbooks, visiting public and private collections, op shops and second-hand
book stores across the country.

She eventually selected about 60 to feature, including Myra’s Strathalbyn
Cookery Book, which was released in two volumes, in 1921 and 1925. “My
focus was cookbooks produced to raise money for worthy causes, covering a
period of about 100 years, starting in the 1890s,” Liz said. “Many of them were
humble publications, but they came with a promise. People knew the recipes
would be reliable because they were usually donated by home cooks with a
reputation for excellence.

“In the case of the Strathalbyn cookbooks, they were the work of a single
woman, so | was keen to find out more about her.”

Liz discovered that Myra came from a prosperous Fremantle shipping
mercantile family, the Batemans. The ninth of 13 children, she was 28 years old
when she married Alex in 1890, and moved to the extreme isolation of De Grey
station, in the Pilbara, which her husband managed. “She found her years at
De Grey a great struggle, and not just because of the isolation, the distance
from her family and the stark contrast to her life in Fremantle,” she said. “She
also had to cope with losing her first babies, who were twins. One was stillborn
and the other died from extreme heat when he was only six months old.”

The Edgars left De Grey in the late 1890s, and purchased the Gingin property.
Alex built a large stone house on the side of a hill, where Myra focussed on
raising their children, and running the household. “According to family members,
she loved to bake and make preserves, even though the Edgars employed a
cooK,” she said. “The recipes in her cookbooks certainly reflect this interest, as
well as the trend in those years for what we now call nose to tail dining, so using
every part of an animal, including the offal. “And there are more than a few
recipes using kangaroo too, no doubt a necessity from her time in the Outback.”

THE DEATH OF MR. A. W. EDGAR. - AN OUTSTANDING CHARACTER.

His life was gen'le; and the elements So mixed in him, ihat Nature might stand up And say to all the
world' This w as a man.' There was never a more fitting summing up of the life and character of
Alec Edgar than these immemorial words. His life has be3n an open book to a very large circ'e of
friends during the last 30 or 40 years, and volumes might be written about bis activities. Anecdotes
abound. More influential journals may write of these things, but as his home paper we are more
concerned to write of him as a friend, a neighbour and a man. When it became known that he had
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passed away in Perth on November 11th. a great wave of regret passed through the State. Many
of his old friends travelled long distances to pay their last tribute of respect at, the graveside.
Though a Victorian by birth, West Australia never had a more loyal son than Alec Edgar, Whsu in
1877 as a young man he journeyed to the Nor' West, the womb of this State was already over
pregnant with thb seed of cities unborn, and cried aloud for deliverance. Alec Edgar was one of the
sturdy bands of men who went out to wrest from Nature the best that she had to give; Ifc was no
job for cowards or invalids. It was a job for men strong and brave. And in retorn Nature gave Alec
Edgar those great qualities of simplicity of conduct, sincerity of mind, a hater of injustice, no lover
of ostentation. - and a wonderful insight into human nature, Thus it was that he stood out among
his fellows by sheer force of character, and won the respect of multitudes. Physically he was a
prince among men, standing nearly seven feet high, with a vision as broad as the earth on which
he lived, with a mind as fertile as the land which he loved, with a spirit as eharitabie and as
indomitable as Nas turc's own forces : small wonder that he was loved and intensely admired by all
who knew him. He had pas sed the allotted span of life, and hav ing worthily served his generation,
passed on to that bourne from which there is no return, bequeathing to us a great example of a life
well lived, A dozen years ago Gingin was for« tunate in claiming as residents four well known
Nor'-Westers- George Gooch, J. E Wedge. John Musk and iAlec Edgar. One by one they have
stepped down into the grave, and we are the poorer for their passing. Alec Edgar was the last to

His outstanding characteristic was honesty We can agree with the truth of Pope's
eulogy " An honest man's the noblest work of God."*r he was honest if ever manjn‘as.not only in
the sense of deaJd”ag justly in business, but honest in coming to conclusions and expressing his
opinions. And that opinion was trusted, whether it dealt with the breeding of shorthorns, or
thecultivationoflupin8. it was quite sufficient for many men to know that " Mr Edgar says so.™'
Another . remarkable thing about Alec Eagar was his friendship with young people. Not many men
bes tweeu the age of 60 and 70 can maintain friendships with the younger generation whose ideas
and habits mustof necessity be so difierent from his own. But Alec Edgar did it, perhaps because
he knew that upon them would rest the responsibility of carrying on the work of his own generation.
His manliness and meeks oess (a rare combination) commended him to young people. Though his
knowledge of men was vast and varied he had a lively faith in human nature . at its best. If ever the

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Long Association with Fremantle.

Mr. William Augustus Bateman, who was born in Fremantle in 1866, and was
for many years' a prominent figure in sporting and business life there, died at his
home at Bull's Creek, near Canning Bridge, early on Saturday morning. The late
Mr. Bateman had lived at Bull's Creek for over 20 years. He leaves a widow,
three sons and two daughters. A son of Mr. John Bateman, who founded the
firm of J. and W. Bateman at Fremantle in 1860, the late Mr. William Bateman
was for many years employed in his father's business. He was educated at
Adelaide, and when he re-turned to Fremantle he became an active advocate of
the Australian code of football, which he helped to establish here. He was
founder of the Fremantle Football Club and also of the Fremantle Cricket Club.
In 1896 he became a director of the Union Stores, Fremantle, and soon after
the harbour was opened became managing director of the concern which
owned the tugs Awhina and Gannet. With the late Mr. Charles Tuckey, he
established a fish-canning industry on the Murray River, at Mandurah.

THE LATE MR. BATEMAN.

An Appreciation of His Work.

Following is an appreciation by Mr. W. R. Orr in a broadcast talk last night of the
late Mr. W. A. Bateman:-"The passing of Mr. W. A. Bateman on Saturday
morning last, removed from our midst one who was primarily responsible for the
introduction of Australian foot- ball into this State.Many old-timers in all parts of
this State will remember the highly respected Bill Bateman,in his day the
recognised champion footballer and cricketer of Western Australia.Mr. Bateman
was a product of Fremantle, sent by his parents to Adelaide for his schooling. It
was during his sojourn in Adelaide that he developed a keenness for Australian
football, a natural desire,for he was a fine all-round athlete. On his return to his
home State he found that the national code was still unknown, the English
games of Rugby and soccer being the only football played. "And so we find in
football history that Mr.Bateman interested some of his friends in Fremantle,
with the result, that away back in 1883, 51 years ago, a meeting was held at
Flindell's Hotel. Fremantle, when a new football club was formed to play under
Victorian rules. The Australian game was then called the Victorian game. The
leader in that movement was Mr. Bateman. who had Mr. Harry Herbert closely
associated with him. Mr. Bateman was elected captain of the club, which was
called the 'Swans.' As far as can be gathered they played in no competition;
just played whatever matches could be arranged. That club was formed on
March 30. 1883, and that movement was the genesis of the establishment of
the national game in this State. The formation of the Swans Football Club in
those far away times was the result of the interest and activities of Mr. Bateman.
"Two years later, on April 27, 1885, the Fremantle Rugby Football Club held a
meeting, at which, it is recorded, after an animated discussion on the subject of
what rules they should play under - Rugby or Victorian- it was ultimately decided
to change over to Victorian. It can be seen that the personality of Mr. Bateman,
combined with his natural athletic ability, was a considerable factor. He was
elected captain, the captain of the first Fremantle football team. And the
Fremantle Football Club was the first club formed of what is now the West
Australian National Football League. The other two original clubs, the Rovers
and the Victorians, were formed a little later in the same year. "And so it will be
seen that Mr. W. A. Bateman played a big part, the biggest part, in planting the
acorn which was to grow into the mighty oak of Australian football in his own
home State. A fine footballer and cricketer and a fine West Australian one of the
rapidly diminishing type of pioneer that made the State, the type that we respect
and honour.”

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Arguably the highest profile footballer in Western Australia during the first
decade of the game there, Bill Bateman was the inaugural captain of the
Fremantle Football Club in 1885. In 1887, when Fremantle disbanded, he joined
Unions (which changed its name to Fremantle in 1890), and carried on playing
with distinction for a further eight seasons. In a total of ten seasons in the game,
Bateman was a member of a remarkable eight premiership sides.

Bill Bateman learned to play football when he attended Prince Alfred College in
Adelaide, “one of the cradles of the Australian game”'. He was fanatically
devoted to the code, and was instrumental in seeing it supplant rugby as
‘flavour of the west’. His importance to the growth, indeed even the existence, of
West Australian football would be difficult to over stress.

Celloist and Rippler were then
taken over by John Jeffrey, who, setting up as a public trainer at Fremantle,
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made quite a name for himself with the pair named, and that erstwhile smart
sprinter Lord Flavus, and, latterly with Captain Fox. Some time ago however,
Mr. Bateman came back into the game. Jim Jeffrey, who did so well with Paul
and Pauline on the unregistered, having the care of his horses. And now. he Is
in the proud position of not only owning, but having also a mare which has
dead-heated for first place in West Australia's premier horse race. Genial and
popular. Sam's success has been hailed with delight by his many friends, who
recognise a good sport and one of the all too few much needed on the local turf
who breed and race horses for sport.

DEATH OF MR. F. WILSON.-Telegraphing under date February 22 our Perth
correspondent says:-"On the arrival of the tug boat Venus from Rottnest last
night a painful accident, resulting in the loss of her master, Captain Frank
Wilson, was reported. It appears that the Venus had been to Rottnest Island to
take stores and provisions to the pilot station in the absence of the Penguin.
About 7 o'clock, some little time after the return journey had been commenced,
the skipper and two other men went aft to secure the dinghy, which had been
used for landing stores. One man was at the forward end of the boat, another
amidship, and the captain aft. As the dinghy was being hauled into position the
Venus gave a heavy roll and the captain missing his hold, fell overboard. A
lifebuoy was thrown to him, but he had his oilskins on and sank, every effort
made to save him being unsuccessful. The water police calculate upon being
able to recover the body this morning, but Rottnest pilots affirm this will not be
possible owing to the position of the place where the accident occurred.” Mr.
Wilson, who was about 40 years of age, was for several years in the water
police force, being about twelve years ago in charge of that branch of the police
force at Cossack. Mr. Wilson married a daughter of the late Corporal Peirl. He
was most highly esteemed, and his departure from Cossack was generally
regretted. Since leaving the police force Mr. Wilson had been engaged in
maritime pursuits on boats owned by his uncle, Mr. J. Bateman, of Fremantle.

She is convinced that Los Angeles is the "up-and-coming" city of the
United States and that its population of 4,000,000 will increase. Of the Californian
people, she says: "They are the friendliest folk, the craziest drivers, and the most
amazing collection of persons you could hope to find in-the world. They are
constantly in search of something fresh in the way of food, entertainment and
fashions. Consequently, it is unwise to buy many clothes simultaneously, since by
the time you have grown to like a dress it is out of date. Hair styles alter from week
to week and never have | seen such elaborate 'hair-dos' as worn by the women of
Los Angeles." Having visited movie sets where two large films were in production,
Mrs. Fry is convinced that, after watching a movie in making, one would never -get
any enjoyment out of the actual screening. "You cannot imagine how 'phony’
everything is," she said, "but it was intensely interesting" She was "shattered," too,
when she saw many of the stars "in the flesh" after having been accustomed to
their glamour on the screen. Prices in America seem incongruous when compared
with those in Australia. Mrs. Fry said that she had never worn a silver fox jacket she
had taken with her from W.A., after having seen them worn by "just everybody." A
full-length coat of this fur costs as little as 120 dollars in America, yet by comparison
lib. butter is one dollar 25 cents. Just before Mrs. Fry left America, household
television sets were on the market for the price of 243 dollars and she thought that
by the time she arrived home they would be much cheaper. Some of the things she
has brought with her that are unknown to Perth include: Bareleg nylons which give
the appearance of evenly sun-tanned legs; goloshes so fine that they fold up and fit
into a tiny container to carry in a handbag; beautifully made skin shoes which have
now succeeded the studded variety, and some novel costume jewellery that can
change the appearance of the plainest suit.

ELECTROCUTED YOUTH.

Inquest Opened.

A considerable number of people attended the inquest held by the City Coroner in
the Local Courthouse on Tuesday morning m connection with the death on Monday
morning, at Torrensville. of John Ferres, whose body was found lying across a live
tramway wire in West street. Mr. R. G. Nesbit (for Mr. F. V. Smith) appeared for
the deceased's father. Mr. T. S. O'Halloran for the Municipal Tramways Trust, and
Mr. B. A. Moulden for the British Insulated and Helsby Cables, Limited (contractors
for the overhead tramway system), William Henry Ferres, of Ashley street,
Torrensville, identified the body as that of his son. He was 16 years old, and was
employed by Messrs. Morris Brothers, dairymen. It was part of his work to drive
cattle from one yard to another, near Ashley and West streets. Last saw him at 6.25
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a.m. on Monday, when he called him up from bed. To Mr. O'Halloran- He lived
about 200 yards from where the accident happened. Deceased had never told him
anything about the boys getting sparks out of the wires. Edwin Morris, Ashley street,
Torrensville. dairyman, said deceased had been in his employ. On Monday morning
he was looking after the cattle. Witness was driving home about 9 a.m., and saw the
body lying on the road. Got out of the cart, and called to Ferres, but received no
answer. He asked Mr. Collins to call the police. The body was lying on a wire on the
ground, face upwards. The back seemed to be touching the wire, and smoke was
coming from his back. Witness had seen the wire for about a month. It was not far
from the ground. He had seen children playing with it. It would strike sparks out of
the electric light wire on his house. To Mr. Nesbit- It was like a clothesline wire. It
came from the Port to the Henley Beach road, and led along West street. It went
underneath the electric light wire on his house. It sagged from one pole to another,
and it was the height of the wire that was within reach of the children. To Mr.
O'Halloran- When first erected the wire was within reach of children. The end was
tied to the next northern pole about 9 ft. from the ground. Witness had seen other
children getting sparks from the wire, but not the deceased. A rail was thrown over
the wire before the body was removed, and when the rail was taken away the wire
went up to its ordinary height - about 5 ft. from the ground. Margaret Morris, wife of
the last witness, said she last saw deceased alive between 8 and 8.30 o'clock that
morning. He was taking the cows out. To Mr. O'Halloran- It rained heavily that
morning. Dr. R. W. Stewart, Henley Beach road, Torrensville, said he was at
Morris's at about 9.45. and saw deceased's body in a shed. There was a severe
burn from the right hip diagonally to the left shoulder about 10 in. wide. There were
no other recent marks on the body, the internal organs of which were healthy. The
appearance was consistent with the death from electrocution. The face was bluish.
To Mr. Moulden- He did not particularly examine the hands. Witness was instructed
by the Coroner to closely examine the hands before the next session of the
enquiry. To Mr. O'nalloran- A-current of 200 volts would be sure to burn the hands if
the wire were touched. It would be impossible to let go a wire charged with anj
alternating current. Mr. Ferres, recalled, produced the undershirt worn by the
deceased. It was blue at the back. To Mr. O'Halloran- It was wet when taken off the
deceased. Air O'Halloran intimated that he had witnesses from the Tramways Trust,
but understood that Mr. E. E. Cleland L had been engaged by the Electric Suppiy
Company, and thought that he would like to hear, the technical evidence. The
enquiry was adjourned until Mondav at 11 a-m. The Coroner requested Mr.
O'Halloran to have a plan of the overhead wires prepared.

A Tribute to Alan Bateman (1936-2012)

Many who knew Alan Bateman, the creator of the long-running
drama series “Home and Away”, will be saddened to learn that
he passed away peacefully in the early hours of Saturday
morning, 18th August 2012, after a battle with cancer. Alan will
be remembered for his program making and executive roles with
all Australian television networks (ABC, Seven, Nine and TEN).
Christened William Alan Bateman, but going by the name Alan
to prevent confusion with his father William Glyde Bateman, he
was educated at Applecross Primary and Kent Street High
Schools, before beginning an apprenticeship as an electrical
installer with Brear and Doonan Pty Ltd. Alan’s ancestry traces
back to the Fremantle pioneer and merchant, John Bateman
(1789-1855), who emigrated to Western Australia on the Medina
in 1830, and whose sons John (1824-1909) and Walter
(1826-1882) took over the family business on their father’s
death, which became J. & W. Bateman Limited in 1857. The
company was largely involved with shipping in the nineteenth
century, but expanded to other fields of trading in the twentieth
century. Walter sold his share to his brother in 1872, and when
John retired in 1890, he sold the business to his son John
Wesley Bateman (1852-1907), whose descendants became
prominent shareholders in the firm, that became a public
company in 1957, and was taken over by Chew Corporation in
1986. John Wesley Bateman was the great grandfather of Alan
Bateman. Though Alan was not a sporting person, his
grandfather William Augustus ‘Bill’ Bateman (1866-1935) was an
Australian sportsman who played first-class cricket for Western
Australia and Australian rules football in the Western Australian
Football Association (WAFA), and was inducted as one of the
initial members of the West Australian Football Hall of Fame.
The Perth suburb of Bateman was named after the Bateman
family who established their home ‘Grasmere’ at Bull’s Creek.
Built as a holiday retreat in 1886, it was also a farm, that
provided fruit and vegetables to the colony. Some of the streets
were named after ships owned by J. and W. Bateman Ltd. The
first subdivision in Bateman occurred in the early 1960s and the
suburb was fully developed in the 1970s. Meanwhile, Alan’s
television career began in Perth with TVW Channel Seven, back
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in 1959 where he was at first a contracted electrician who
worked on installing the studios, who later became a technician
and by 1962 the senior technician on the Perth Commonwealth
and Empire Games at Perry Lakes stadium (oddly, the Perry
Lakes grandstand was demolished on the very day Alan passed
away). Alan met a pretty children’s presenter Judy Lee at Seven,
and they soon struck up a close friendship before Judy moved to
the ABC in Perth, where she appeared on ABW Channel 2 and
helped with radio programs, including panels and women’s
morning sessions. Alan and Judy married in 1963 and travelled
to London where Alan joined Southampton Southern TV. On
their return to Perth, Alan joined Judy at the ABC, by which time
Judy was a reporter on the “AM” and “PM” radio current affairs
shows. Alan and Judy have two daughters, and now Phillippa
the eldest, is a film producer and Anna is a television producer.
Alan joined the ABC as a technician at the same time as Steve
Lumsdaine, TVW'’s original lighting man. Alan soon became a
floor manager, then producer and so began his rapid rise
through the ranks. Meanwhile Steve went on to be an engineer.
The TVW connection proved fruitful for Alan at the ABC, firstly
working in 1973 with former Seven senior journalist Bruce
Buchanan, who ultimately became an eminent ABC current
affairs producer, and then in 1976 rekindled contacts with Rolf
Harris, Harry Butler and Vince Serventy, who along with Judy,
were Children’s Channel Seven alumni. Since then, Alan
Bateman has been a prolific producer for the Seven Network,
Nine Network and the ABC.

The Bateman legacy is sure to continue as his eldest daughters
are making a name for themselves in the industry.

Phillippa Bateman is a writer, screen-writer and feature film
producer - who was the executive producer of the 2006 movie
“Jindabyne”, starring Laura Linney and Gabriel Byrne. Television
has always been the world for Anna Bateman. Her father
arranged work experience on “60 Minutes” when she was just
15, and after she left school, worked on the program for free -
until she got a paid gig working for Mike Willesee - that was in
1983 - and Anna has worked in TV ever since. Anna, like her
mother, joined the ABC, where she became an executive
producer responsible for such projects as The Pet Show, Saving
Andrew Mallard, Young Performers Awards 2008 and Can We
Help, before moving to Melbourne with her son, to take the reins
of Aunty’s national Sunday Arts show, hosted by Michael Veitch.
Anna is presently the series producer of TEN’s “Can of Worms”,
with Andrew Denton’s production company Zapruder’s other
films.

Mukinbudin Sustains Great Loss With Unexpected Death of Rd. Board Chair

An air of gloom pervaded Mukinbudin on Wednesday morning of last week, when it became known
that Mr. George Bent, Chairman of the Mukinbudin Road Board had passed away. With his
untimely passing the district lost a most ardent supporter of progressive policy in the development
of these areas, and a man who constituted a vast amount of his time to public affairs with that
object in view. The late Mr. Bent had been in ill-health for the past couple of years, though it was
not generally known that he was gravely ill, so that the sudden announcement of his passing came
as a severe shock to his many friends and the people not only of Mukinbudin, but also of
surrounding districts, where he was well-known and held in the highest esteem. He was born at
Collie but with his parents, he travelled round Australia, spending some time in Queensland and
the North-West of this State. He was engaged in the dental profession for a while, but indoor work
did not suit him and he left it to go to Marble Bar, where amongst other occupations, he was
contract carting. His adventurous spirit kept him on the move, until eventually in 1930 he came to
Mukinbudin and settled at Karloning. Married in 1932, the late Mr. Bent ceased his wanderings, in
favour of his farming interests and those of the district. Deceased was talented in many ways being
a boxer of note and a keen golfer, and was on the local links two days prior to his death. An
accomplished musician he mastered several instruments and was eagerly sought after in this
regard for dances and socials held in the district, and he gave his services willingly. The late Mr.
Bent represented the Bonnie Rock Ward on the Mukinbudin Road Board for 14 years and served
six years as chairman, filling that position until his death.. His genuine and sincere interest in the
welfare of the district was well-known and many projects were undertaken during his term of office,
all for the improvement of these areas. The late Mr. Bent was a foundation member of the Mt.
Marshall Regional Council. He never failed to attend meetings. His services in this regard, as a
man imbued with public spiritedness will be greatly missed, for his unflagging energy and unselfish
devotion to these public bodies absorbed his spare moments and intellectual ability ‘George’, as he
was popularly known to all, cultivated a wide circle of friends with his cheery manner, willingness to
assist local enterprises and his forthright approach to any problem.

Luke's Church of England, conducted by the Rev. F. Hart, of Kellerberrin. At the conclusion of the
service, the casket was borne to the hearse by Messrs J. Brierley, R. and B. Shadbolt and J.
Hodges. As the cortege left the Church to carry the remains to their last resting place, it was
followed by some 60 odd cars, conveying people to the cemetery to pay their last respects. The
Rev. C. D. Gillman, read the burial service at the graveside. Pall bearers were Messrs. L. Hewitt, A.
Hall, P. Innes, A. Beckingham. D. Williams, E. Watkins, P. Geraghty, L. Irvine, A. Aitken. Among
the many visitors fro-n outside areas were Mr. G. M. Cornell, M.L.A., A. Aitken (Koorda Road
Board), J. Neebit (Wongan Hills), R. Hammond (Mt. Marshall).

PASSIONATE ROMANCE OF SILENT SERVICE WASN'T KEPT QUIET

EX-R.A.N. COMMANDER AND YOUNG STAFF SEC.

Cultured Jessie Beryl Winzar was anything but a merry wife of Winzar as she sat in the box in Mr.
Justice Wolff's Divorce Court this this week and bitterly related the story of her well-known
husband's infidelity. In fact she verged on tears several times as she unfolded the details of John
Francis Winzar's romance with Betty Francis, a lass she said was a quarter of a century his junior.
John, a machinery inspector in Kalgoorlie when last tabbed by his wife, was alleged to have met
attractive Betty Francis while both were on duty with the RAN at Fremantle during the 1939-45
scuffle.

Winzar was a prominent RAN figure, first as a lieut. commander and then as a commander. And
when Mr. Justice Wolff had heard how John and Betty had cast their destinies in the same
dreamboat, he put an end to a marriage which was celebrated in 1924. It was a sorry day for the
world when the clarion call went out in 1939, but a particularly tragic one for Jessie Winzar, who
watched her hubby put his civvies in mothballs and don the blue and braid of the Silent Service.
Down to the port went John Winzar at the outset of the war to take up staff duties. Most nights he
came home, and some nights he brought comparatively young Betty Francis (with whom he was to
go into close convoy) with him. Betty worked at secretarial duties on the Navy staff. This, indicated
Jessie Winzar, was the prologue to their Romeo-Juliet act.

"While my husband was in the Navy | noticed nothing untoward in his association with Miss
Francis,"” said Jessie. "On his discharge he rejoined the Govt. as inspector of machinery, a position
which entailed a lot of time away in the country. "In July or August of 1947 he went up
Merredin-Kellerberrin way, and | had various anonymous phone calls about his not behaving
himself. The calls were from 2 different men. "I told him about this when he came home. | said the
men had told me he had Betty Francis with him on this trip and seemed to know his every
movement. He denied these suggestions. "In September, 1947, | had another phone ring saying
my husband had been out to dinner with Betty Francis. He admitted everything, said he was sorry
and asked me to forgive him. He said it would not occur again and | believed him. "He said Betty
had been with him on the Merredin trip, and they'd stayed at an hotel there. He added that he was
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glad I'd found out - he didn't know why he'd done it.

'Absolutely Distraught'

"May this year he was on a Narrogin-Williams tour, returning on June 24. "He was absolutely
distaught, I've never seen a man look so ill. He was preoccupied and rude to me." Soon after, it
seems, John Winzar decided on matrimonial anchors away, told his wife he'd been transferred to
Kalgoorlie and asked her to divorce him. "He admitted he'd been carrying on with the same
woman, and said he loved her," claimed Jessie Winzar brokenly. "He said he'd arranged to meet
her in Kalgoorlie, and they hoped to get married. "The night before he left for Kalgoorlie on July 8,
he gave me a statement which he said was a rough outline of what had been going on. It said he'd
met Betty Fran-cis, a clerk on the Navy staff, in mid-1946, and formed a strong attachment to her a
couple of years later, that he'd met her frequently since and stayed at the same hotel as her on
some of his country trips. It admitted they'd occupied the same bedroom

at Williams Hotel June 4-7. "Before | read this he told me his decision to end the marriage was
final." Attractive Mrs. Norma Shirley Wright, a neat bundle of style in her brown rigout, took the
stand to say she was the wife of the Williams Hotel licensee, ran the house at that hotel, and
remembered John Winzar staying there a couple of times. She produced the guest book to verify
the fact that John had stayed overnight in a single room last June 1. On that occasion, she added,
John said he'd return with his wife to stay over the weekend. "He came back on the Saturday with
a woman, and signed for a double room," Mrs. Wright went on. "They left on the Tuesday morning.
The woman was a younger woman than Mrs. Winzar." Thus Davey Jones got his clutches on the
Winzar marriage, and John is expected to shell out the doubloons to finance the divorce. For

Lancelin Jetty Shire of Gingin

The Fremantle Fishermen's Co-operative Jetty was the third jetty built for the use of fishing boats at
Lancelin. The first jetty was installed by Patersons/Tropical Traders and the second was built by
Lancelin Products. These two private jetties were situated on either side of the existing "Co-op
Jetty", and have long since been demolished. The "Co-op Jetty" was built in approximately 1951/52
with jarrah timbers carted from Boonanine Hill on the range east of Beermullah by one of the
original residents of Lancelin, Clarrie Bateman (Ronald Edgar, 2005)
